“She has built on the firm foundations of the authority, established in 1998 following local
government reorganisation and brought about a change in the ethos and values of the education
service, with a stronger focus on providing high quality and responsive services for schools.

From the top down, officers demonstrate a willingness to be self-critical, flexible in approach and
solution-focused.

(The Director) is ably supported by her senior management team and together they have a
thorough knowledge and understanding of schools and the issues facing the education service.

The high calibre of staff across the department and the sense of common purpose are highly
regarded by schools.”

Ofsted says:

•” The structures in place for securing
continuous improvement, including best
value, are good. Nottinghamshire is
committed to continuous improvement both
corporately and within the education
department.

• Strategic planning is good, with strong links
between plans.

and identify and share good practice in support of these pupils;

implement the actions already planned for raising standards in ICT;

establish procedures for rigorous external quality assurance for pupils
educated temporarily in hospitals;

establish monitoring procedures to ensure all designated teachers for
child protection have access to and participate in relevant training;

work with Social Services to complete all personal education plans for
looked after children in a timely manner.

Recommendations for improvement

Ofsted identifies a small number of recommendations for
improvement.

This report is not simply about the quality of provision
in the LEA. It is a reflection of the work of every
teacher in every classroom, of support staff in
schools, of head teachers, governors and elected
members, of colleagues in the education department
and across the County Council. All have made a real
contribution to the good work which Ofsted has
commented upon. Although it is nice to receive such
endorsement of our collective efforts, we are all too
professional to become complacent. We still have
more to do and the young people of Nottinghamshire
deserve our continued best efforts. The report marks
a milestone in our journey and I want to express my
gratitude to you all in the local education service for
your hard work in getting us this far.
