To enable us to process your application for free school meals and 
milk you must provide one of the following as proof of entitlement: 
 

• Income support 
All pages of your Income Support letter dated within the last 
six weeks.  Alternatively, the Benefits Agency/Job Centre may 
complete the declaration on the back of the form to confirm 
the benefit you are receiving. 

 
• Income-based Jobseeker’s Allowance 

All pages of your income-based Jobseeker’s Allowance letter 
dated within the last six weeks.  Alternatively, the Benefits 
Agency/Job Centre may complete the declaration on the back 
of the form to confirm the benefit you are receiving. 
 

• Income related Employment and Support Allowance 
All pages of your ESA letter dated within the last six weeks. 
Alternatively, the Benefits Agency/Job Centre may complete 
the declaration on the back of the form to confirm the benefit 
you are receiving. 

 
• Guarantee element of State Pension Credit 

A copy of your Pension Credit Award Notice or letter 
confirming this entitlement for 2009-2010 

 
• Asylum seeker’s support 

Your Home Office letter, Application Registration Card and 
the Post Office receipt of payment for the current week. 

 
If you do not receive any of the above, but do receive: 
 

• Child Tax Credit with no element of Working Tax Credit 
and your annual income as assessed by Her Majesty’s 
Revenue and Customs (HMRC) does not exceed £16,040, 
you should still apply.  We will need a copy of your tax 
award notice from HMRC confirming your Child Tax Credits 
for the tax year 2009-2010.
