CONSULTATION ADMISSION CRITERIA
The Joseph Whitaker School is a DfES designated Specialist Sports College.  It is also a Foundation School.  

The proposed published admission number for Year 7 in September 2008 is 219.

Over Subscription
Where the number of applications for admission exceeds the number of places available, the following criteria will be applied in the order set out below, to decide which children to admit:
1
Children in public care who are ‘looked after’ at the time an application for admission is made and who the Local Authority can confirm will still be looked after at the time of admission to the school.

2
Children with a statement of special educational needs that names The Joseph Whitaker School.
3
Children who attend The Joseph Whitaker Family of Schools [Abbey Gates Primary School, Blidworth Oaks Primary School, Lake View Primary School, Python Hill Primary School and Ravenshead C of E Primary School] who were on the roll of, and in regular attendance at, one of those schools on the last day of the summer term of Year 5 preceding their intended admission to The Joseph Whitaker School and intend to remain on the roll of that school until the end of Year 6.

Children who attend The Joseph Whitaker Family of Schools who live in or out of the catchment area and who, at the time of admission, will have a brother or sister attending the school.

Other children at The Joseph Whitaker Family of Schools who live in or out of the catchment area.
6
Children who live in the catchment area and who, at the time of admission, will have a brother or sister attending The Joseph Whitaker School.
7
Children who live outside the catchment area and who, at the time of admission, will have a brother or sister attending The Joseph Whitaker School.
8
Other children who live in the catchment area.

9
Other children who live outside the catchment area.

In the event of an over subscription of any of the above criteria, preference will be given to children who live nearest to the school ‘as the crow flies’.  Distances will be measured from the entrance to the child’s home to the principal entrance of the main administrative building of the school.

If applications exceed the number of places available, the school will operate a waiting list in which priority for places will be given on the basis of the above criteria.
Special Circumstances

Special consideration will be given to applicants who can establish exceptional medical or special educational needs or circumstances relating to their child.  Supportive evidence may be requested.  Each case will be determined on its merits. Cases agreed under ‘special circumstances’ will take precedence over all other criteria.
Sixth Form Admissions
Admissions into the Sixth Form will be allocated to those who have applied by the closing date taking regard to the following factors set out in order of priority:
1
Pupils transferring from within The Joseph Whitaker School who meet the school’s minimum entry requirements; such students are guaranteed a place irrespective of numbers.
2
Pupils transferring from other schools who meet the school’s minimum entry requirements [up to a total maximum number of students in Year 12 and Year 13 of 300].

In the event of there being more applicants than places available in 2 above, the deciding factors will be, in order of priority:

(i)
whether there is a brother or sister on The Joseph Whitaker School roll at the time of entry to the Sixth Form;
(ii)
pupils who live nearest to the school ‘as the crow flies’ with distances measured from the entrance to the pupil’s home to the principal entrance of the main administrative building of the school.
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
