The Countryside Leader Scheme has several stages.  Candidates need to 

1. Have an interest in and experience of countryside walking

2. Register with the scheme (at St. Michael’s, see below) to obtain a logbook and syllabus

3. Gain and consolidate their experience, so that minimum requirements are met before assessment.

4. Attend an assessment weekend, which results in a pass or deferral.

In order that all candidates arrive at the assessment weekend fully prepared, the above optional one day training courses are offered at St Michael’s.  The course will include a full day walk, looking, amongst other things, at navigation techniques and group management.  There will also be sessions on campcraft, logbooks and other parts of the syllabus raised by candidates.

This course is designed for teachers and leaders who wish to lead groups on walks in normal countryside including the White Peak.  This scheme includes the navigation, group management, campcraft and dealing with emergency situations.  Candidates should have experience of countryside walking.

To gain the award completion certificate, leaders need to provide evidence of sufficient experience, demonstrate the competence required and have a current (6 – 8 hours) first aid certificate.

The course is applicable to (for instance) teachers leading day walks and leaders of Duke of Edinburgh Award bronze and silver expeditions.

The course includes overnight accommodation, an evening meal on Saturday and a self prepared breakfast and packed lunch on Sunday.

There is the option to arrive the evening before the course to settle in and receive individual advice on (for instance) your experience, logbook, and other aspects of the course.
