What to say to teachers
It’s a great idea to let your teachers know about the brilliant road safety activities they can use.

Probably the easiest way to talk to them all in one go, is by going to a staff meeting and, with your helper, answer any questions the teachers may have about your job.
Here’s a list of things you might want to say, but don’t forget you can always add in your own ideas.
· Tell them who you are, your name, class and that you are the Junior Road Safety Officer for your school.  Let them know where the JRSO notice board is.
· Explain that your job is to promote road safety to everyone in school, through lots of fun activities.
· Tell them about the website, and how you are able to talk to other JRSOs through the forum.

· Explain that you have lots of worksheets, puzzles and small games that give road safety messages that can be used to fill gaps in lessons, if needed.  Wet play times are a good example of when children need things to do, and some road safety worksheets, might be just the thing.

· Tell the teachers about the assignments, and that these are themed activities to help children learn key road safety messages. Explain that you will be doing one assignment a term, and that some assignments are for the whole school, while others are for classes or groups.
· Tell the teachers to let you know if they are planning any road safety work, as you may be able to help them.

· Make sure that all the teachers understand your job is to promote road safety, while having lots of fun!
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
