What do I want pupils to learn?





Know:    	    How to assess simple texts for gist, purpose, intended audience and 		    degree of difficulty as a preliminary to reading


	    


Understand:	    How to work out and give the meaning of unfamiliar words





Can do:    	    How to read and understand simple texts using cues in language, 		    layout and context to aid understanding





How will I know when they have learnt it? Evidence?





All:          will know how to put a text into context before reading it





Most:      will understand how to look for familiar/known words and put them into 	    	     context to work out other words/phrases





Some:    will know how to tackle a text of medium length, containing some unknown 	    language, using pictures and context as clues
