It gives me great pleasure to welcome you to the PDL 
Team Drama Workshop Programme Brochure 2007.  
This is a special year for the Team as September marks 
the tenth anniversary of the Programme.  Dur ng ten 
years of de ver ng this innovat ve provision the Team have 
worked w th over 150,000 chi dren and young people in 
Nottinghamshire – a remarkable achievement and one 
we l worth celebrating! 

From its inception in 1997 when 15 Drugs Education 
workshops were offered to schools, the programme 
has developed and now contains 45 interact ve drama 
exper ences on a range of issues for chi dren and young 
people.  Over the next two years 17 new workshops w l be 
developed and added to the programme to ensure that al
aspects of personal development are covered.  

The past year has seen the Team working hard to develop 
the Drama Workshop Programme to ensure it meets 
the needs of professionals, chi dren and young people.  
Recent developments include:  mechanisms for obtaining 
the v ews of chi dren and young people and evaluat ng 
their learning;  the development of workshops to support 
other areas of the curriculum, for examp e Mary Seacole 
which l nks w th the history curriculum, and traditiona
tales workshops to support l teracy;  and, a peer support 
training programme for young people. 

Over recent years we have seen many developments 
in the way that we work w th chi dren and young people in 
ne w th recommendations in the Chi dren Act 2004 and 

the Every Chi d Matters agenda.  As you w l see there are 
workshops w thin the Programme to support each of the 
Every Chi d Matters outcomes and contr bute 
to the improved we -being of those who participate. 
The Workshop Programme is an exce lent example of 
the continuing commitment that Nottinghamshire County 
Council has to improving outcomes for all young people.  

This is a provision which enables all young people to 
participate and enjoy learning regardless of their abi ty.  
The Team work in partnership w th teachers and other 
professionals to ensure the Programme is relevant, 
engaging and meeting its aims.

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WHO ARE WE? 
The PDL (Personal Development of Learners) 
Team is part of the Learning and Achievement Division 
of Nottinghamshire County Council’s Children and Young 
People’s Service. We offer a service to schools to support 
them with all aspects of the personal development 
of young people. The PDL Team deliver training, 
consultancy, develop and disseminate resources, 
and also work directly with young people. The majority 
of our work with young people is through the Drama 
Workshop Programme. 

The PDL Team Workshop Programme has been 
operating successfully in Nottinghamshire since 
September 1997. We currently have two full-time 
Drama Projects Co-ordinators, both skilled issue-based 
drama practitioners, who develop and deliver the 
workshops within the programme. The Drama Projects 
Co-ordinators have enhanced CRB clearance and work 
within County Council policies and procedures, legal 
requirements and national good practice guidelines. 

September 2007 is the tenth anniversary of the Drama  
Workshop Programme. Over the past ten years we have  
worked with over 150,000 young people in primary,  
secondary and special schools. To mark our 10th  
anniversary we are planning a range of events and  
special offers running through 2007 and 2008  
(see pages 20 and 21 for more information).

WHAT DO WE OFFER? 
The Drama Workshop Programme offers a 
comprehensive range of issue-based drama workshops 
for all ages of young people covering the fi ve outcomes 
of Every Child Matters. We also offer peer support 
training packages, drama training for adults and can 
work with colleagues to develop and deliver special 
projects to meet the needs of particular groups of 
children and young people. 

The workshops, which are designed to enhance a 
comprehensive programme of personal development, are 
accompanied by follow-up lesson plans and packs 

of additional support materials. The workshops  
enable young people to explore feelings and attitudes, 
as well as practice skills and gain knowledge. 

Most workshops last for one hour and are designed 
for a class of approximately 30 pupils. Workshops for  
younger children (age 4 to 6) last for 45 minutes. If you  
need any assistance in choosing your workshops please  
do not hesitate to contact the Drama Projects  
Co-ordinators on 01623 476906.

Every Child Matters and Inspection This year we have 
categorised workshops into the five themes of Every Child 
Matters to show how each one can contribute to a school 
or organisation’s work in this area. Schools may also 
find that workshop input will help them to evidence 
Section 4 of the school Self-Evaluation Form. 

SEAL Workshops will contribute to a school’s SEAL 
work as they focus on the identification and exploration  
of feelings and encourage young people to consider  
consequences of actions and responsibility.
