What people choose to buy with their Personal Budgets will be as varied as the individuals themselves, but some basic criteria will need to be met. The chosen activity or service must be available to you, it must be safe and legal and it must be something that you can afford to buy within the Personal Budget. It must meet the agreed needs or outcomes.

Once the plan is written, it has to be agreed by the County Council.  Adult Social Care and Health will consider all proposals on how the budget is spent and will offer guidance around this.
