How to………..Give a presentation
What is a presentation?

A presentation is where you, the JRSOs introduce a theme or assignment to a group, class or whole school.  It is important to make sure the key points are clearly given.  You could use PowerPoint or other interactive equipment to help, or use your own props to make it more interesting.

When should I give a presentation?

You need to give your presentation before starting an assignment with a group or class of children.  You can deliver other presentations at any time of year; arrange a time that is suitable with your helper.  
Who should I give the presentation to?

You need to give your presentation to the group that is completing an assignment, but you may prefer for the whole school to see it, so that road safety messages are getting to as many children as possible.

What should I give my presentation on?

Use your planner to decide, with your helper, which themes you want to do.  There will be a selection of presentations with notes and key points for you to use, on the website.
What information will there be?

For each assignment there will always be a PowerPoint presentation, key learning points, and presentation notes.  You can use these for your presentation or you can make your own, using the key learning points. 

Where can I get information for my presentation?

You can use the information on the JRSO website, or you can use information from other road safety websites; follow the links on the JRSO site.  You can always ask your RSO for information if you get stuck.

How should I give my presentation?

Make sure you are comfortable with the way you are delivering your presentation. If you look and sound interested, then the people watching will also be interested. Being confident will make it brilliant.

Remember the more you practise your presentation, the better it will be!
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
