|- Low - each year, the chance of flooding is between
1in 1000 (0.1%) and 1 in 100 (1%).
|- Very Low - each year, the chance of flooding is less than
1in 1000 (0.1%).

3. The potential impact of surface water flooding can vary

|and direction that it is flowing in).

4. Surface water flooding happens when rainwater does not
|drain away through the normal drainage systems or soak
+into the ground, but lies on or flows over the ground instead.
