Q1.  I live in Nottingham City, can I apply? 
 No, you will need to check the Nottingham City Council website for details of any Talented Athletes Fund they

 No, you will need to check with your own local authority area to see what grant programmes they are currently

I was successful with my previous application - does this mean I am guaranteed funding this time 

round? 
 No, this is a new Talented Athletes Fund round. Applications will be assessed using the fresh information 

supplied. It’s also anticipated that a new wave of additional talented athletes will have emerged. 
 
Q8. I was unsuccessful with my previous application - can I apply for this funding round? 
 Yes, as long as you meet the minimum criteria for this Talented Athletes Fund. Applications will be assessed 

using the fresh information supplied. 
 
Q9. I’m in receipt of World Class funding, can I apply? 
 Yes. 
 
Q10. I am supported by my local District / Borough Authority, can I still apply? 
 Yes, as long as you meet the minimum criteria for this Talented Athletes Fund. 
 
Q11. What is expected of me if my application is successful? 
 If your application is successful, as part of your funding Agreement you will be expected to act as a Sporting 

Ambassador for Nottinghamshire, e.g. acknowledge NCC funding, allow for photographs to be taken for 
promotional purposes. We also ask that you complete a short monitoring questionnaire after a year and retain 
all receipts for grant expenditure for at least two years. 
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
