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Appropriately fitted and good use established 





Does child spend valuable listening time in adverse listening conditions e.g. at a distance, in noise, in reverberant conditions??





Are there any contra-indications to additional equipment being provided at this time e.g. environmental or personal issues which are priorities for support, such as behavioural or health problems at home or school?





Discuss provision with child, family and staff. Are they receptive to the idea of FM?


Can school provide a named member of staff that will be responsible for ensuring daily support to the pupil to ensure optimum benefit from the equipment and whom will liaise with SFSS? School to agree to cover cost of replacement if equipment lost.





Complete speech perception tests. Does the fm system improve access to speech? Implement a trial period using the FM trial pack (see appendix for full programme). This includes an evaluation process. Has the trial been successful?
