FRONTER can be accessed via www.fronter.com/nottsslp. You can access the publicly accessible rooms using nottsguest when prompted for a username and then password.  Click on ‘Rooms’ and choose ‘Display all rooms.’  
The EH&WB room has resources on a diverse range of topics from anxiety related school attendance difficulties to selective mutism. It provides information about CAMHS and gives guidance about how to access their services.
In addition to providing resources, the provision mapping guidance supports schools to document how they meet the emotional wellbeing needs of their young people. This practice has been highly commended by OFSTED during recent inspections. 
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Need resources to support the positive behaviour in your school?
Remember anyone can access the Behaviour for Learning (BfL) room on FRONTER. It is a free resource.  The room is again located on the SEN&D corridor. Simply follow the same route as described above. 
The room provides resources about managing concerns around behaviour and offers guidance on a graduated response for meeting the needs of children. The room also offers information on a range of behaviour related topics across each key stage.
