THE NOTTINGHAMSHIRE COUNTY COUNCIL (KINOULTON FOOTPATH NO.21) DIVERSION AND DEFINITIVE MAP AND STATEMENT MODIFICATION ORDER 2020
On 9th October 2020 the Nottinghamshire County Council confirmed the above order made under Section 119 of the Highways Act 1980 and Section 53A(2) of the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981.

The effect of the Order as confirmed is to divert the public right of way commencing from a point, SK 6970 3040, at the junction with the remainder of Kinoulton Footpath No.21, and proceeding in east-north-easterly direction, then generally south-easterly direction, to a point, SK 7024 2997, at the junction with the northern side of Clarke’s Bridge over the Grantham Canal, for a total distance of approximately 940 metres, to a line running from a point, SK 6970 3040, at the junction with the remainder of Kinoulton Footpath No.21, and proceeding in a generally south-south-easterly direction, along the western side of the hedge line, to a point, SK 6988 2999, at the junction with the tarmac track, then proceeding in a generally south-south-easterly direction on the eastern side of the hedgerow, to a point,  SK 6996 2986, then proceeding in a generally north-easterly direction across a field, to a point, SK 7023 2996, then proceeding in a south-easterly direction, to a point, SK7024 2997, then junction with the remainder of Kinoulton Footpath No.21, for a distance of approximately 920 metres, as shown on the Order Map. 

The Order also provides for the consequential amendment of the Rushcliffe Definitive map and Statement.

This Order comes into force on the 9th October 2020 but if any person aggrieved by the Order wants to question its validity or that of any provision contained in it on the grounds that it is not within the powers of the Highways Act 1980, as amended, or on the grounds that any requirement of that Act, as amended, or of any regulation made under the Act, as amended, has not been complied with in relation to the Order, he or she may, under Paragraph 2 of Schedule 2 to the Act as applied by Paragraph 5 of Schedule 6 to the Act, within 6 weeks  from 14th October 2020, make an application for the purpose to the High Court.
