NOTICE OF CONFIRMATION OF PUBLIC PATH ORDER

THE NOTTINGHAMSHIRE COUNTY COUNCIL (BEESTON FOOTPATH NO.55) DIVERSION ORDER 2021
On 17th September 2021 the Nottinghamshire County Council confirmed the above order made under Section 119 of the Highways Act 1980.

The effect of the Order as confirmed is to divert the public right of way commencing from a point, SK 5254 3633, at the end of Lacemaker Road, previously known as Wilmot Lane, and proceeding in a north-north-westerly direction for a distance of approximately 83 metres to a point SK5250 3640, the junction with High Road, Chilwell, to a line commencing from a point, SK 5253 3633, the hammerhead on Lacemaker Road, and proceeding in a north-north-westerly direction for a distance of approximately 82 metres to a point SK 5251 3640, the adopted road at High Road, Chilwell, and having a tarmac surface and a width of 2 metres throughout, as shown on the accompanying Map.

This Order comes into force on 17th September 2021 but if any person aggrieved by the Order wants to question its validity or that of any provision contained in it on the grounds that it is not within the powers of the Highways Act 1980, as amended, or on the grounds that any requirement of that Act, as amended, or of any regulation made under the Act, as amended, has not been complied with in relation to the Order, he or she may, under Paragraph 2 of Schedule 2 to the Act as applied by Paragraph 5 of Schedule 6 to the Act, within 6 weeks from 23rd September 2021, make an application for the purpose to the High Court.
