Commencing from point A, at SK 5366 4957, and proceeding for a distance of 42 metres in an easterly direction to point B, at SK 5370 4959, and having a tarmac surface throughout, to a line commencing from point A, at SK 5366 4957, and proceeding in a southerly direction to point C, at SK 5366 4956, then continuing in an easterly direction to point D, at SK 5369 4955, before continuing in a north-easterly direction to point B, at SK 5370 4959, and having a paved surface, and a width of 2 metres throughout the whole of its 50 metres of diverted length.

But if any person aggrieved by the Order wants to question its validity or that of any provision contained in it on the ground that it is not within the powers of the Town & Country Planning Act 1990, or on the ground that any requirement of that Act or any regulation made under the Act has not been complied with in relation to the Order, he or she may apply to the High Court for any of these purposes under Section 287 of the Town & Country Planning Act 1990 within 6 weeks from the date on which notice is first published as required by Paragraph 7 of Schedule 14 to that Act.
