What are County Councillors?
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County councillors are members of the

council.

Nottinghamshire has 66 councillors, and

each councillor represents 1 of 56 areas

called electoral divisions.

The role of county councillors is to:

use their knowledge and views to make

council decisions

represent the interests of local people

make sure that services the council provide

are working well

help local people find services and

information
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They do this by:

@ e going to meetings and being on committees

e working closely with other organisations that

¢ holding regular meetings (surgeries) so the

give advice.

Nottinghamshire County Council has a
person who leads the council and represents

it to other organisations.

The councillors vote to pick a person to be

the leader of the council.
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How are councillors chosen?
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People vote for councillors every 4 years.

The last election took place on Thursday 1
May 2025.

Voters in Mansfield North had to wait

because one of the candidates sadly died.

The election of two councillors for Mansfield
North will now take place on Thursday 12
June 2025.

The elected councillor for Newark West
resigned and so voters here will have a by-

election to choose a new councillor.
The by-election for one councillor for

Newark West will take place on Thursday 3
July 2025.

You need to show photo Identification (ID) if
you vote in person at a polling station. If you
do not have this you can ask for a voter

certificate instead.

A list of some common types of valid 1D

documents is shown later in this easy read

document.

A polling station is the place where you can
vote in person. They are often in buildings
close to where you live for example, a school

or a community centre.

The Voter Authority Certificate is free and you

should take it with you to vote.

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e Deadline for an emergency proxy vote:
Mansfield North: Thursday 12 June, 5 pm

Proxy voting means that if you can’t vote in
person, you can have someone you trust

vote for you.

You can apply for an emergency proxy vote if

Who can vote?

You need to be over the age of 16 to
register, but you won't be able to vote until
your 18th birthday.

To vote in county council elections, you also

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need to be a British citizen or an Irish
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A citizen is a person who belongs to a particular

country by birth or naturalisation.

You can also vote if you have permission to enter
or stay in the UK, Channel Islands or Isle of Man,

or don't need permission, and you are:

e a Commonwealth citizen, or

¢ a citizen of Denmark, Luxembourg, Poland,

Portugal or Spain.

Citizens of other EU countries can vote if
they have permission to enter or stay in the
UK since 31 December 2020, and this has

continued without a break.

You cannot vote in county council elections

if you live abroad, or if you are in prison

after being convicted of an offence.

If you meet the conditions, you can register

to vote using the online form on the GOV.UK

website.

What Photo ID is accepted?

You need to have photo ID to vote at a
polling station. Not all types of photo ID can

be used.

You can only use ID that is on the list of

acceptable ID managed by the Electoral

Commission.

These include driving licences from:
