1. Welcome, refreshments and presentation.
After light refreshments and group meetings we had a lovely presentation from Sam who is an educator at the Holocaust Centre.  As school funding for trips is ever decreasing the focus now on Alternative Provision and youth offending sites.  The centre has a core programme with testimonies, workshops for e.g. the history of antisemitism, RE, theology and history.  Tour of The Journey.
2. Apologies & Membership
Craig stood in as chair as we have no councillors appointed yet to SACRE group and welcomed everyone to the meeting.  Having attended the recent RE conference he said what an incredible day it was, Lat was very inspiring.
Apologies from Christine Cushing, Gema Pettifor, Jon Hoover, Mary Moran, Mike Follen, David Quinn and Yousaf Arif.

Membership update Craig explained after the elections we don’t have Cllr Boyd Elliott , Cllr Sam Smith or Cllr Richard Butler.  Would like a letter of thanks to Cllr Elliott for all his support and Graham wants the letter to reflect our appreciation of his work on SACRE.  Difficult to assign councillors as NCC now have cabinet members - In May 2022 the Council moved to a new governance model of Executive Leader and Cabinet.  The change came into force at the Council’s annual meeting on 12 May 2022.  Details of the new governance model were set out in the report to Full Council on 31 March 2022.
We have several vacancies which Sally is trying to fill by contacting relevant organisations to ensure we have appropriate membership.
ACTION Sally to write to Cllr Boyd Elliott to thank him for his support on SACRE
3. Minutes of previous meeting agreed to be a true record.   Craig thanked the minuter which on this occasion was Sally.
4. Matters arising – process for joining SACRE.  Sally had a document proposal to send to potential new members for consideration.  City SACRE recently had an inappropriate member join from Baptist community. Craig said for C of E group SACRE would go to the gov body for a representative. Sally explained some faith groups don’t have a governing body to ask.  Graham said wording on constitution for appointment of chair to incorporate new council system so we don’t have to change constitution every time there is a re shuffle. Sally said city don’t have a councillor as chair on city SACRE.
ACTION Sally to research further on this and finish for next meeting.
5. Agreed Syllabus for 2026 – progress update
Opportunity for discussion and responses.  Craig and Sally said we are doing well with progress of syllabus.  8th October is the next working party date, anything to take to the party?  Will asked if RE isn’t part of Ofsted in the future and we don’t need a syllabus can we back out of the contract with REToday?  Sally said Lat had already put in a lot of work so we can’t back out. Craig said should we liase to use other materials and not necessarily prioritising church schools.  Sally said many Church of England schools use the syllabus.   Anne expanded saying Church of England schools don’t have to use the syllabus, it is another resource.  VA schools can have their own suyllabus. Anne said Lat doesn’t mention progression and assessment, current documentation is very old.  Agreed this is a strong issue.  Graham suggests we make it clear which parts are statutory and which are guidance, the syllabus is not a curriculum.
ACTION Sally to raise progression and assessment with Lat

6. Monitoring update – website review. Sally said some schools had links to the syllabus on their website, after reminding them not to put links up some have now taken them down.
7. Review and update of SACRE Effectiveness/Development Plan 2021 -2026.

Sally asking if happy with the new monitoring process.  Facebook is the only social media SACRE has and is a closed group. 

ACTION Sally to reflect social media profile in the development plan.

8. GCSE and A Level results 2024

This was deferred from Autum meeting because of national postponement of publishing results.   Notts results for RE really need to compare with other subjects for better comparison. Craig said some schools did really well. Perhaps a letter to those schools to acknowledge the work they have done.  Bryony said this was 11 months ago so not really relevant now.  Item to look at this in the Autumn term to acknowledge schools who have done really well. Also we should get national figures as well as Nottinghamshire figures. Will asked if we could produce a cerficate as heads and SLTs work really hard and we need to acknowledge that.
